In its 
essence, contemporary calligraphy is "the art of giving form to signs in an 
expressive, harmonious, and skilful manner." 
From sacred manuscripts to modern masterpieces, calligraphy gracefully dances 
between utility and beautyðsometimes legible, sometimes abstract, but always 
evocative.  

Unlike typography or casual hand-lettering, classical calligraphy is an intentional 
act of artistry, where each stroke is infused with rhythm, discipline, and soul. Yet, 
the modern calligrapher may fluidly move between tradition and innovation, 
uniting precision with personal expression in every flourish. 

   



Islamic calligraphy is a sacred symphony of scriptðan artistic expression 
born from devotion, shaped by culture, and etched in time.

Learning objectives of class 8th 

Learning Objectives: 

1. Understand the basic definition, history, and significance of calligraphy in various 
cultures. 

2. Identify different types of scripts (e.g., Arabic Naskh, English Gothic, Urdu 
Nastaliq). 

3. Learn proper posture, pen holding techniques, and basic brush control. 
4. Practice basic strokes, line patterns, and letter formations in a selected script. 
5. Develop fine motor skills through repetitive pattern and letter exercises. 
6. Create simple calligraphy pieces using pencil or calligraphy markers on A4 

sheets. 

7. Learn basic care and usage of calligraphy tools. 

Mechanism 

Å For the past four years, Cadet College Hasanabdal has proudly conducted a 
structured Orientation Program for newly enrolled cadets of Class VIII.  

This initiative introduces young students to the foundational skills of Calligraphic 
art workðincluding the timeless art of calligraphy, a cherished part of this 
creative journey. 

Å The art of calligraphy is taught through a step-by-step progression, carefully designed 
to build both technical skill and artistic confidence: 

1. Students begin by selecting a suitable calligraphy specimenðtypically a printed 
image of a classic script. 

2. They are then guided in the art of scaling the specimen using lead pencils, ensuring 
balance and proportion. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

3. For their first practical attempt, students are encouraged to sketch on a single

4. Instruction is given on how to perform large-scale scaling on white sheets, 
enhancing their spatial awareness. 

5. Students learn the art of sketching techniques, focusing on control, symmetry, and 
fluidity. 

6. A suitable colour scheme is selected by the club in-charge, who also demonstrates 
the subtleties of brush handling with care and precision. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

7. A variety of flat-faced brushes are introduced: 

¶ Large brushes are used for base coating the sheet. 

¶ Regular-sized brushes for standard lettering.

8. Poster colors, a water-based medium known for their ease of use and vibrancy, are 

preferred for calligraphy work. 



 

9. Students are then taught the final stage of their pieceðthe finishing and outlining 

process that brings definition and clarity. 

10. For practice, Class VIII cadets begin with simple 2-D calligraphy designs, ideal  

     for mastering form and flow on a single sheet. 

Through this carefully curated orientation, young students take their first graceful steps 
into the world of calligraphyðwhere discipline meets beauty, and every line echoes the 
harmony of art and tradition. 

 

 

 

 

 



Learning objectives of class 9th 

Learning Objectives: 

1. Refine letter formation and spacing in multiple scripts. 
2. Learn the concept of baselines, ascenders, descenders, and consistent 

proportions. 
3. Introduce 2-D calligraphy layouts with basic colour use and ornamentation. 
4. Practice calligraphy on double sheets, ensuring alignment and margin control. 
5. Develop precision and consistency through daily warm-up drills. 
6. Introduction to simple calligraphic quotes and decorative borders. 
7. Begin exploring international calligraphy scripts such as Russian or Japanese

¶ Create rough sketches, select layout styles, choose colour schemes. 
¶ Peer review sessions to refine concepts and composition. 

Step 4: Production 

¶ Final calligraphy pieces are created using poster colours and traditional 
tools. 

¶ Focus on neatness, cultural accuracy, and aesthetic value. 

Step 5: Presentation and Exhibition 

¶ Students present their artwork, explaining the concept, language/script, 
message, and creative choices. 

¶ Display artworks with explanatory notes in exhibitions, galleries, or digital 
platforms. 

Step 6: Reflection and Feedback 

¶ Students write a short reflection on what they learned and how they 
overcame challenges.
